To award a capital grant of £29, 500 to Princess
Street Education and Training Centre following
the panel approval of an application to the
Council’'s Ward Enhancement Programme,
funded by the UK Shared Prosperity Fund.

The Ward Enhancement Programme (WEP) was
approved by Cabinet in September 2023 and
created a £1.5m funding programme, financed by
the UK Shared Prosperity Fund (UKSPF),
through which communities across the Borough
could access capital funding to deliver projects in
their local areas that improve prosperity, heritage
or tourism.

The WEP operates on an application basis
whereby local community groups and other
organisations can apply for capital funding with
their application being considered and reviewed
by a Member panel comprised of 5 Councillors
and chaired by the Cabinet Member for
Regeneration and Development.

At the panel meeting on 14 December 2023, an
application was approved for the delivery of a
project titled: Princess Street Training and
Education centre refurbishment project, which
aims to do the following:

Princess Street Training Centre is important to
the local community and the benefits in terms of
diversity and sense of community the centre
brings, despite the deteriorating building. The
completion of this project would only further
improve this and allow for new activities and
sessions to take place that are not possible
currently due to the condition of the building. The
Centre has operated food bank, community
kitchen and distributed food packs to the local
community. They also provide health and well-
being sessions. They have been successful in a
bid to ESBCs Ward Enhancement Programme to
refurbish the Centre.

A grant award of £29, 500 was approved for this
project, subject to the taking of this Executive
Decision by the Cabinet Member.
