To award a capital grant of £10,383.00 to
Rolleston Station Heritage Group following the
panel approval of an application to the Council’s
Ward Enhancement Programme, funded by the
UK Shared Prosperity Fund.

The Ward Enhancement Programme (WEP) was
approved by Cabinet in September 2023 and
created a £1.5m funding programme, financed by
the UK Shared Prosperity Fund (UKSPF), through
which communities across the Borough could
access capital funding to deliver projects in their
local areas that improve prosperity, heritage or
tourism.

The WEP operates on an application basis
whereby local community groups and other
organisations can apply for capital funding with
their application being considered and reviewed
by a Member panel comprised of 5 Councillors
and chaired by the Cabinet Member for
Regeneration and Development.

At the panel meeting on 29 February 2024 an
application was approved for the delivery of a
project titled: Rolleston Station Heritage Group
cattle wall and restoration which aims to do the
following:

The Project will restore the carriage/cattle dock at
the Railway station in Rolleston on Dove on the
former Burton to Tutbury (Jinny) railway line.
Volunteer work has already cleared the ground in
front of the dock revealing an original length of
track and buffer stop. The project will
sympathetically restore the dock wall which will
be 3 foot 6 inches in height and 92 feet in length
utilising the original bricks. Once complete,
together with interpretation panels it will be
unique to Staffordshire.

A grant award of £10, 383 was approved for this
project, subject to the taking of this Executive
Decision by the Cabinet Member.

The delivery of the Ward Enhancement
Programme primarily contributes to the priority of
Creating a Prosperous East Staffordshire,
Protecting our Heritage, and Standing up for our
Communities.
